Sam Lantto Notches 20th CBA Title in Win at Brunswick Eden Prairie Lanes 
 
 The most prolific champion in CBA history notched a milestone with his 20th title in the July tournament at Brunswick 
Eden Prairie Lanes. Leading the 8 game match play qualifying with a score of 2038 (254 avg), plus winning all 8 of his matches, 
Sam Lantto had a 182 pin lead over Erik Vermilyea going into the 8 game semi final match play. Vermilyea was catching up 
ever so slowly and shot a 252 in the position round to overtake Lantto by 10 pins to be the #1 seed heading into the stepladder. 
Lantto started the championship match with spare-turkey while Vermilyea was “Dutch” through 5 frames. An open by Lantto in 
the 7th had Vermilyea within 8 pins and by striking out in the 10th forced Lantto to get the first strike to win. As the lanes were 
getting tougher Lantto took out his Linds urethane ball and calmly crossed over for his 20th victory with a score of 213-206. 
Vermilyea was making his first stepladder appearance but there will be plenty more after his college days are over. 
 
 The stepladder started with teammates Dan Bock and Bob Hager facing each other. A couple of early opens by Bock 
had Hager ahead by 16 pins in the 8th frame but Bock, showing his Bowler of the Year talents struck in the 9th, 10th and 11th to 
force Hager to strike in the 10th. His crossover didn’t carry as he left a 6 pin to give Bock the win 202-200. Next up for Bock was 
Tim Hoke who was also making his first stepladder appearance. Hoke started the match with a double and opened in the 6th while 
Bock had a double in the 4th & 5th and opened the 8th to hold a 2 pin lead in the 9th. Hoke filled 19 pins in the 10th and Bock 20 to 
win 193-190. Bock had a little trouble in the next match as Lantto’s Linds ball was too much and Lantto moved on 208-152.     
 
    It took a score of 1643 (205 avg) plus 50 bonus pins to make the cut and 1641 plus 50 bonus pins to cash. Paul Mielens 
again won the bonus senior casher and Ed Peterson won the 9th & 10th frame eliminator rolloff for the “On Track Casher” and a 
free entry into the August tournament.
