Pautz left a big 4 in the 7th frame and Langer had doubled in 
the 6th & 7th frames to put the match within 18 pins. Pautz wasn’t to be denied as he struck in the next 3 frames to win 
the match and his first CBA title 214-188.  
 
 The first stepladder match had Dave Oulman taking on Dan Bock and there were quite a few strikes thrown 
by each bowler but Oulman came out the winner 255-235. Chad Nelson, reigning CBA bowler of the Year was up 
next for Oulman and a very tough match had Oulman needing to double in the 10th to win but was stopped by a 4-pin 
for Nelson to advance 191-180. Nelson had to take on the hot Pautz in the semi-final match and it came down to the 
10th frame with Nelson needing the first strike in the 10th but was stopped by a 10 pin and Pautz went into the 
championship match with a 225-218 victory. 

 
Pautz was 2nd in last month’s tournament and now has 84 points for the season which is tied with Bock for 2nd 

place behind Langer’s 90 in the Bowler of the Year race. Ben Goede  with 59 points and Nelson with 50 points rounds 
out the top 5 
 
      Billy Pautz was also the Qualifying Leader with a score of 1882 (235 avg) for the 8 games of qualifying 
while it took a score of 1685 (210 avg) by senior bowler Jerry Holldorf to make the cut and Jason Barnhouse took 
the last cash spot with 1643 (205 avg). Tom Korth 1491 (186 avg) and Dale Seath 1397 (174 avg) won the bonus 
senior cash spots while Tracey Magnuson 1444 (180 avg) won the bonus woman cash spot.
