John Kreyer Jr Wins US Open Tournament at Stars & Strikes for 6th CBA Title 
 
 For the 2nd time in 3 years John Kreyer Jr won the CBA/US Open qualifying tournament and will be heading to New 
Jersey for the 3rd consecutive year representing Minnesota. Kreyer Jr defeated Dave Lutz in the championship match 233-184 for 
his 6th CBA title and 2nd US Open victory. Kreyer Jr started the championship match with the first 5 strikes while Lutz had a 
couple of early opens and never recovered.  
 
 The first stepladder match had current CBA points leader and Mikes Pro Shop points challenge leader, Chad Nelson 
squaring off against Senior High Roller champion Clark Poelzer. Nelson was too much for Poelzer as he put him away easily 
244-170. Kreyer Jr came out strong in the next match with 10 of 12 strikes for a 258-195 win. Kreyer Jr then had to face last years’ 
US Open champion, Jeff Smith to get to the title match. An eight bagger from the 2nd frame on took care of Smith 257-184. 
 
 With 61 bowlers competing it took a score of 1997 (199.7 avg) to cash and make the top 20 cut. Matt McNiel was 21st at 
1988 for the On Track Casher and a free entry into the January tournament. 4 of the 6 seniors who bowled (Poelzer, Schacht, 
Lindner and Korth) made the cut on a US Open demanding condition. Albert Lea’s Dustin Barr led all bowlers on Saturday with 
a score of 2176 (217 avg).
