Two and Three are Charms for John Kreyer Jr at US Open 
 
 John Kreyer Jr won the December CBA/US Open Qualifying tournament for the 2nd year in a row and 3rd overall. He 
also won the November stop for his 2nd victory in a row and 3rd this season as he also won the September Linds Invitational. In the 
MNBowling.com video taped championship match Kreyer Jr was almost perfect as he put away the tournament leader, Chad 
Nelson 299-234. Kreyer Jr and Nelson had faced off in the position round and Nelson was perfect by shooting 300 to take the top 
spot going into the stepladder. Kreyer Jr will represent Minnesota again at the US Open in North Brunswick, New Jersey.    
 
 The first stepladder match had revs left & right with Daron Hansen taking on Jeff Walther. With pins flying all over the 
place Hansen came out ahead 246-227. In the next match with the pins just kind of laying down nicely Brent Stearns, who was 
making his first stepladder appearance, doubled in the 10th to take care of Hansen 238-220. Having to face Kreyer Jr in the semi 
final was too much for Stearns as he had a little trouble while Kreyer was just getting locked in and won 257-172. 
 
 The tournament started with 54 bowlers and John Kreyer Jr led all qualifiers with a score of 2344 (234 avg) for the 10 
games. Chad Nelson was 2nd in qualifying with 2294 (229 avg) while shooting a 298 in the 5th game. Kreyer Jr also had a 297 in 
game 6 on Sunday and Nelson just missed an 800 in games 10-11-12 on Sunday with 289-210-300 for 799. These two bowlers 
were destined to meet for the championship. It took a score of 2078 (207 avg) to cash and make the cut. The “On Track Casher” 
rolloff was won by first time bowler Tony Fitzgerald as he held off everyone in the 9th & 10th frame eliminator rolloff for the free 
entry into the January tournament..  
 
 Kreyer Jr also has an almost insurmountable lead in the Mikes Pro Shop CBA Points Challenge. The points challenge 
consists of 4 tournaments; Linds Invitational in September, November tournament at Matties Lanes, the US Open in December 
and the Year End at River City Extreme. By winning the first 3 tournaments and leading the qualifying in December, Kreyer Jr has 
77 points and would need to not cash at the Year End while Dan Bock or Matt McNiel would have to win and also lead the 
qualifying. Or not bowl at all and Chad Nelson would have to do the same thing to win the $300.
