 Carl Fietek & Matt McNiel teamed up for the Baker Doubles and held off the hard charging duo of Sam Lantto & 
Jason Smith 445-422 in the 2 game championship match for the title. Fietek/McNiel held a 15 pin lead after the first game and the 
match was still up for grabs in the 10th frame of the 2nd game. McNiel needed to fill the 10th and he promptly struck to take away 
any chance of Lantto doubling in the 10th to win. This is Fietek’s 19th CBA title and 2nd in a row (1 away from Lantto’s 20 for the 
all time record) and 2nd for McNiel.  
 The first stepladder match had Sam Sylvester Jr & Robert Slayton taking on Lantto/Smith. A very close match had 
Lantto needing to double in the 10th to win 387-377. Up next were the 3-time doubles champions David & Dan Langer and 
Lantto/Smith had a 77-pin lead after the first game to cruise to a 482-398 victory.
